VILLAGE OF CAPE VINCENT BOARD OF TRUSTEES SEPT. 12, 2006

Mayor Timothy D. Maloney opened the meeting at 5:30 PM with Trustees Robert Doud,
Alan Ada, Douglas Putnam, and Joseph Gould present.

Mayor Maloney welcomed Village Engineer, Mick Lehman, who updated the Board on
Village projects. The engineers are waiting for paper work from DC Builders and are
unable to award bids for the Welcome Center project until this information is received.
Trustee Putnam has not received any further information about the NYS matching grant
for the park with John Defrancesco questioning whether the Welcome Center grant would
restrict the development of the remaining park property. The engineer replied no.
Trustee Gould questioned if new information has been received concerning the sewer
grant. Mr. Lehman relayed there has not been any funding approved at this time.
Trustee Putnam asked if residents contacted the NYS Health Department of annoying
odors would the funding chances improve. Mr. Lehman believes this is not a public
health issue and by itself would probably not increase chances for funding. The Village
will forward to the Town of Cape Vincent and the Development Authority of the North
Country the proposed water contracts by September 26, 2006. Mayor Maloney will
contact the attorney for the proposed contracts. The Mayor informed the Board the
Village has received five letters of “no objection” from agencies to the SEQR process.

Trustee Doud would like the previous minutes to reflect on page 1 sewer pipes will be
placed on the Village right of way while Mayor Maloney would like the minutes to
reflect on page 1 he called to ask if the price for a proposed lift station will remain the
same as quoted but has not received a response at this time. On page two the total
proposed amount for engineering only should read $416,000.00. Trustee Doud would
like it corrected that Trustee Putnam feels senior employees should be offered training
courses before newly hired. On page two it should read the employee must obtain the
license, not just the permit. With these corrections, Trustee Ada then made the motion to
accept the minutes with Trustee Doud seconding the motion and all voting yes.

The Board reviewed abstract four as follows:

General: $33,350.18
Water 12,786.66
Sewer 10,391.58

After questions, Trustee Putnam made the motion to allow the Treasurer to pay Abstract
4 with Trustee Doud seconding the motion and all voting yes.

Marty Mason, DPW Supt., gave the report on his departments activities as follows:
1. Paving and additional ground work has been completed on Ainsworth Lane and
Esselstyne Street
2. Cubes of rabies vaccine was distributed throughout the Village

Jefferson County may pave County Rte 6 and the Supt. would like the area paved
in front of the Village DPW garage and along the sides for an approximate cost of
no more than $4000.00. County equipment and personnel would do the paving.
As soon as the plan is complete the Supt. will advise the Mayor and Board.

The Supt. would like to replace the 1993 John Deere tractor and accessories with
a John Deere model 2320 tractor and accessories. The trade in value of the 1993
tractor would be $7500.00 and total price for model 2320 and accessories is
$18,632.18. A discussion was held on the advantages and disadvantages of the
62-inch mower and the use of the snow blower. After discussion, Trustee Gould
made the motion to purchase a John Deere 2320 tractor and cab for a price of
$14158.03. After deducting the trade in value of $7500.00 the price will be
$6,658.03. Trustee Doud seconded the motion will all voting yes.

On the backhoe, the thumbs or extend a hoe do not work together but do work
separately. The Supt. will check with a welder to determine a price to repair this
problem.

Water meter pits will be installed. Fourteen are in need of correction with the
Village having nine on hand. Priority for installation of new pits will depend on
whether or not it is a year round residence versus seasonal. The Supt. stated the
meter pits would help provide accountability for water usage.

The Supt. distributed a quote from Team EJP for a 5001 model handheld meter
reader, which is compatible with the present water program. The reader would
give the meter readers the advantage to correct wrong meter ID numbers at the
time of reading, correct the placement of the address within the route, and see the
meters that are not calculating water usage correctly. The company would
provide training to employees for handheld readers and would provide field
training during October, which is the scheduled time to read meters. The cost of
one handheld unit would be $4,200.00. A report to the Board will be given after
October’s demonstration.

The Supt. is working on scheduling training for Village employees who wish to
take a course for water distribution licenses. He has contacted various agencies
for programs that could be held in the Village.

A letter will be sent to residents detailing recyclable and refuse pickup criteria
outlined because of problems residents have in separating refuse and recycling.

10. Mayor has finished employee evaluations

John Defranceso, resident, asked the Supt. if the area at the end of Market Street would
be top soiled and seeded as it was before the Village work in the area. The supt. will
check the area. Also, he questioned when the bass pond area would be reseeded with the
Supt. replying the DEC must complete their work before the seeding takes place.

Trustee Ada reported Part time officer, Shawn Ryan, would be out of work for four to six
months due to injuries from a motorcycle accident. He suggested perhaps another officer
could fill in. He will contact the Officer in charge, Perry Golden, to determine work
schedules. Mr. Golden has not contacted the Mayor concerning the possibility of trading
in a weapon so the Mayor will contact Mr. Golden again.



Correspondence was received from a resident complain of the odor coming from the
sewer plant. The Supt. will place deordant blocks in the pipes and the predicted rain
should help to flush pipes.

Mayor Maloney reported he and Trustee Gould had met with Town Supervisor, Thomas
Rienbeck, to discuss the proposed Town water district on Tibbetts Point and the
residences in that area that are currently provided water by the Village. These users may
have to be tied in to the Town District. The Village will send a letter to these individuals
to inform them of the Town water district and how it may affect them.

Trustee Ada asked if the dog complaint at the Rocker resident had been addressed with
the Mayor replying the Dog Control Officer had issued three tickets, which are
answerable at Town of CV court.

Due to mis-communication, S. Carrollo was not notified of a code violation 1?ertaining to
a fence, the issue would be given to the Village Planning Board on Sept. 19" for
interpretation.

Mayor Maloney called for an executive session at 7:35 PM to discuss personnel with
Trustee Doud seconding the motion and all voting yes.

Trustee Ada made the motion to resume the regular session at 8:02 PM with Trustee
Doud seconding the motion and all voting yes. There were no results of the executive
session.

Trustee Ada relinquished his position to the Planning and Zoning Department to Trustee
Doud who is on the committee to make recommendations for the Village development

code with the Board all in agreement.

Trustee Gould made the motion to adjourn at 8:10 PM with Trustee Ada seconding the
motion and all voting yes.
